2. The allegations contained in the June 10, 2009 Order to Show Cause are

hereby deemed true;
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Respondent Nation One shall immediately pay to the Department an
administrative fine for two (2) violations of RSA Chapter 397-A in the
amount of $5,000.00;

Respondent Tribuna shall immediately pay to the Department an
administrative fine for three (3) violations of RSA Chapter 397-A in
the amount of $7,500.00;

Respondent Nation One shall immediately pay to the Department
$2,500.00 for failing to file the 2007 annual report; and

Each of the above named Respondents shall be jointly and severally
liable; and

Respondent Nation One’s license is hereby revoked.
